	- has exclusive right to negotiate with aboriginal people

	Aboriginal Hunting Grounds  
	- will be preserved until treaties are signed

	Protection
	- of aboriginal people from fraud will be provided by the Crown.

	Public
	- treaty negotiations will be public.

	Treaties
	- would be the result of the Crown negotiating the purchase of hunting grounds from Aboriginal people
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
